Love isé 
 

Recently a devotional encouraged me to do what I initially thought would be a fairly easy 
exercise. I was asked to get my Bible and read 1 Corinthians 13:4-7. These were famil-
iar words, powerful words about qualities of true love, words I have lifted up on many 
occasions especially at weddings. 
 

òLove is patient, love is kind. It does not envy, it does not boast, it is not proud. It 
does not dishonor others, it is not self -seeking, it is not easily angered, it keeps no 
record of wrongs. Love does not delight in evil but rejoices with the truth.  It al-

ways protects, always trusts, always hopes, always perseveres.  
 

Then I was asked in the devotional to read it again out loud and everywhere I saw the 
word love or the pronoun it I was to substitute my own name; Chris is patient, Chris is 
kind, etc. The first time through I read it without much stumbling, but the more I engaged 
with the passage in this way the more I realized how challenging it was to put my name 
in the slots and read it out loud as if I was declaring the truth. Because the real truth is 
that all too often I donôt love this way. 
 

Donôt just read my story and take my word for it. Try it yourself and see what I mean. 
Put your name in the passage everywhere you see the word love or the pronoun it and 
read it out loud. Can you honestly say that your love is lived out this way in your life? 
The point of the devotional was not only to get me thinking, but to get me doing. The 
point of the devotional was not to beat me up about my shortcomings, but to help illumi-
nate them so that I would know where to change my habits and concentrate some of my 
best prayers and efforts and enlisting Godôs help toward growth. 
 

Looking for the perfect Valentines present this year? Skip the chocolate and the flowers 
and sit down with your spouse to ask for and offer forgiveness for things which may be 
harming your relationship. Extend the same grace to one another that God has extend-
ed to you and me. Deal with your two year old or your teenager or your coworker with a 
little more patience.  Allow the things which have built up that make you spark at a sim-
ple little issue or cause negativity to well up within you to be washed away. Start each 
day with a positive thought about the one to whom you have committed yourself and if 
you are in a place of deep-seated lack of love, go before God for help and come talk to 
me or Dell about the things which are causing you trouble. Do whatever it takes to grow 
in your ability to read 1 Cor. 13:4-7 with your name in it. 
 

We are also about to begin the season of Lent together. It is an entire month of leading 
up to the cross and empty tomb; those ultimate acts of love by God for us. Want to real-
ly grow in your love for God and for one another? Make a commitment to be in worship 
every Sunday during Lent even the ones on either side of Spring Break and to attend 
the special services during Holy Week. Then find some ways to grow in your 1 Cor. 13 
love. Help on the food distribution truck. Get your youth signed up for BIG HOUSE or 
UMARMY and go eat pancakes with them. Pray for our confirmands. Adopt a World 
Vision child. Watch the movie Courageous and act with conviction. Sign up for the 
Womenôs Retreat. There are so many opportunities to grow in your ability to place your 
name in this passage of scripture. Take a chance and commit to loving more deeply 
than ever before!
